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Learning Objectives: Literature written by women in Bengali (like other languages in and

outside India) has not been treated as equal to the Literature written by their male-
counterparts since long but the feminist movements all over the world demanded the
literature written by women to be studied with care to discover issues very different from
other texts. There is a new trend (particularly after 60-s) to study these texts intensely and
work upon the language used, the issues discussed, the fear of male gaze in them etc. Our

main objective is to make the students study these kinds of Texts.

Learning Outcomes: While reading these Texts the students will find the arguments
interesting, substantial and strong which will lead them to understand the issues of feminist
writings and its importance. A bunch of grand literary Texts by women will be a gift to

kindle their rational thinking.
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
